= "mining operations” means any operations
undertaken for the purpose of winning any
mineral;




= The mining (Chugaan) season starts from 1t
October and ends on 315t May.

= Chugaaninreserve forest area is performed
by the user agency viz. Uttarakhand Forest
Development Corporation.

= Chugaan in RF is done by the user agency
only after taking all necessary permissions

from MoEFCC such as FC Clearance, EC,
Wildlife clearance (if needed).




In Kumaon zone there are five rivers (viz. Gaula,
Nandhor, Kosi, Dabka and Sharda) where chugaan is
being done by Uttarakhand Forest Development
Corporation.

In terms of volume of RBM extracted & amount of
revenue generated Gaula is the biggest river of
Uttarakhand and Nandhor is the second biggest river of
Uttarakhand.

7500 vehicles enter Gaula river everyday for
transporting RBM, similarly 3000 vehicles enter
Nandhor river everyday.

Forest department collects Transit fee & Road Fee from
these vehicle owners (purchasers) under statute of
State Gowvt.

» The Supreme Court of India has passed judgement in the civil appeal no.

14874 of 2017 recently. The relevant paras of the judgement are as follows :-
Page No. 186 of the judgement-

I(a) The crushing of stones, stone boulders into stone grits, stone
chips and stone dust does not result into a new commodity different from
forest produce. The crushed materials continue to be stone and retain
their nature of forest produce.

I1.......We however, clarify that for an item to be treated as forest
produce, its origin may be in any forest..

IV. The forest has to be understood according to its dictionary meaning
which covers the statutory recognised forest and also shall include any area
regarded as forest in the Government record irrespective of the ownership The
meaning of forest cannot be restricted only to reserve forests, protected forests
and village forests.

Thus as per the Supreme Court Order the state is free to levy transit
fees on processed material of stocks and crushers. Also the transit fees is
currently being levied on forest produce originating from reserve forest area
only. Though as per the Supreme Court Order it can be levied on RBM
originating from civil forest and van panchayat also.
